or two quarters from your Senior Year). 

 
• A current letter of recommendation from one of your high school teachers or 

counselors addressed to Victory Apostolic Church (Letters of Recommendation from 
family members cannot be accepted). 

 
• A current letter of recommendation from an adult church leader of Victory Apostolic 

Church. 
 
• A 200-to-250-word essay on the following topic, "How will your Christian faith 

help you make better choices while attending college?"  The essay must be 
typewritten, 12-point font, one-inch margin, and double spaced. 

 
 

Please read all the information and 
make sure you have all twelve (12) pages of the application. A check list has been 
included as part of the materials, you must turn it in with your completed application.

Top 10 Reasons Why You  

CAN NOT  
Turn In Your Scholarship Application  

LATE! 
 

• For you to be allowed to turn in your application late is an offense to those who made 
sure that they got theirs in on time.  It’s just not fair. 

 
• If this were another organization other than a church, you probably wouldn’t even ask for 

special consideration. 
 
• Since this is a church you may feel there should be some grace shown towards you if you 

miss the deadline.  However, on the flip side, since this is a church there has to be some 
integrity in the process which would be destroyed if you are allowed to break the rules. 

 
• You jeopardize the relationship you have with the person you ask to break the rules for 

you.  Asking them to accept your application late is asking them to break their personal 
integrity for your benefit.  No committee member wants to break their personal integrity 
sneaking in an application after the deadline for anyone including their family members. 

 
• In the history of the program, the Senior Pastor, the Pastors, the committee members, 

their children, family nor friends have been given any extensions or special consideration. 
 

• If you wait until the deadline to turn in your application, you risk not being able to obtain 
one of the necessary documents for your application to be complete.  Any late or missing 
document automatically disqualifies your application from consideration. 

 
• YOU DON’T HAVE TO WAIT UNTIL THE DEADLINE TO TURN IN YOUR 

APPLICATION.  YOU CAN TURN IT IN EARLY!  Scholarship committee members 
are available 2 weeks prior to the deadline to answer questions and take in applications 
for those who want to submit them before the deadline.
